  The Yamaha MS50DR is a personal monitor system designed for the DTX e-drum kits. It consists of two 20 watt satellite speakers and a 50 watt woofer floor cabinet. It comes packaged in one 70lb. box, well insulated, with all cables and rack mounts. It assembles in minutes and is well made with a nice appearance. Unfortunately, it is way underpowered and lacks the dynamic punch and clarity necessary for even my limited amplification needs. The low end frequencies are muddy and muffled and the higher frequencies lack crispness and definition. Most notably, the snare is very muttled without the ring , “crack”, or subtle differences that define the various snare samples of these kits. The separate woofer and satellite adjustments are of little value as they result in extremes- to accent snare, toms, or cymbals is to lose bass and kick punch- and vice versa. My DTXtremeIIS has incredible sound samples, and I did not expect this monitor to sound like the headphones, but I DID expect it to reproduce to an acceptable level- AND IT DID NOT! This is only my opinion, and I’m not an expert, but I know good sound when I hear it- and I did NOT hear it from the MS50DR.
