Although Logic comes with some fantastic native plug-ins.   There are plenty of free plug-ins available out there on the internet.   One of my favorite places to look for free plug-ins is  www.dontcrack.com   (freeware/AU Plug-ins).    Bear in mind that some links posted are non-functioning due to expiration, but you can often still get the plug-in by going to the manufacturer website with the link provided.

1. Download the desired AU (Audio Unit) plug-in from the internet to your hard drive.

2. Follow any instructions included with the plug-in.

3. If you need to place the plug-in component in it’s proper place:
