I own such synthesizers as Nord Lead, JD990, JP8080, etc.  I really like all of my equipment, but some sounds are just not doable.  One sound that has always intrigued me is from Edgar Winter’s Frankenstein.  Page 127 of Vintage Synthesizers describes how to build this patch (I believe for an ARP 2600).  I am seriously considering purchasing a 66-space modular from synthesizers.com, but first I want to know for sure I can build the Frankenstein patch.  The figure below on the next page is my attempt to map out this patch.
I would really appreciate reviews of whether or not the figure accurately portrays the Frankenstein patch.  Descriptions of any needed corrections are also appreciated.
